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The CWA Retired Members’ Council (RMC) continues to grow and thrive. The Council is a strong voice 
for retirees on issues affecting them as well as working families, and it remains an essential part of the 
Union. Council members play a vital role in bargaining, mobilizing and legislative campaigns.

Since the 2010 Convention

•	 We have added 2,600 new lifetime members, bringing total Council membership to more than 
46,000 in 199 chapters in every District and Sector.

•	 We organized six new RMC chapters in the following locals:  Local 1141 in Latham, New York;  Lo-
cal 3101 in Cocoa, Florida; Local 7171 in Homboldt, Iowa; two Newspaper Guild locals, 31167 in 
Manchester, New Hampshire and 31041 in Providence, Rhode Island (the first chapter in that state); 
and UPTE-CWA Local 9119 in California.

•	 Special thanks to the 25 locals that give gift of Council lifetime membership to their retirees:  Dis-
trict 1 — 1036, 1089, 1104, 1168, 1150; District 2 — 2108; District 3 — 3201, 3290, 3404; District 
4 — 4009, 4319; District 7 — 7102, 7171, 7301, 7303, 7471, 7500, 7803; District 9 — 9404, 9408, 
9417, 9423, 9511, 9573; District 13 – 13000.  

Mobilization

•	 A few weeks before the 2010 mid-term election, the Council sent a letter to retirees in 100+ targeted 
congressional districts in 29 states, urging them to consider the candidate’s stand on Social Secu-
rity when casting their ballots. We also asked them to send a postcard message to Congress to stand 
strong against any efforts to weaken Social Security. Over 1,100 retirees returned the Congressional 
postcards and of those, nearly one-third also joined the Council.

•	 We are educating and mobilizing retirees in support of the union in upcoming and ongoing negotia-
tions with Verizon, the State of New Jersey and NBC.

Goals for the Coming Year

We will continue to be a strong advocate for retirees and workers by organizing more chapters and in-
creasing the number of lifetime members.

•	 We will continue to encourage locals to give the gift of Council lifetime membership to retiring 
members. Just like union dues, “it doesn’t cost – it pays.”

•	 We will work with chapters to increase the number of COPE supporters. Direct debit and credit op-
tions make it easy for retirees to contribute to COPE.
